Following the Welsh Government move to Alert Level Zero, most restrictions have been removed.
Our services are therefore reverting to a normal format, with the use of the ‘red SERVICE book’ and
the LECTIONARY (BOOK OF READINGS AND COLLECT PRAYERS) and we will no longer print the
readings on a separate sheet in church. However, as our churches are public buildings, please
remember to wear a face covering even during the singing of hymns. The sacrament will now be
distributed in one kind (bread) only at the altar rail — but please remain standing.

So, do come and join us in Christ Church at 8am or 11am or St John’s at 9.15am For those still unable
to get to church for whatever reason, we are now regularly streaming the 11:00 Sunday service on the
Parish’s YouTube channel.
