NSPCC

2016 marks the 30th anniversary
of the founding of the NSPCC’s
Childline by Esther Rantzen.
During that time more than
13,000 volunteers have been
there to take calls from the four
million children who have called
the Helpline to discuss their
fears and problems. A lot has
changed and now more than two
thirds of children who contact
the NSPCC do so online. Last
year the website had 3.2 million
visits. It takes ten times as long
to respond to someone who
contacts the website online as it
would on the phone. That
means that only three out of four
calls can be answered. In the
absence of government support
the NSPCC is constantly seeking
funding in order to update
systems and technology, recruit
and train more volunteers and
introduce email-only teams.

We rely on people like Radyr
resident Paul Kyte who grew a
beard over four months and by
way of a “sponsored shave”,

£2,890.50., which he shared
between the NSPCC and
Prostate Cancer and for which
we are extremely grateful.

Times have changed and the
problems children encounter
today have changed too.

CHAIN COOKERY
CORNER

CHICKEN WITH SQY,
GINGER AND STAR ANISE

EN PAPILLOT
(Cooked in paper parcels)

Serves 4. Very tasty, healthy and smells
gorgeous when you open the parcel.

3 tbs olive oil

4 chicken breast filets

155g (602) carrots, julienned (cut into
matchsticks)

1 large leek washed, trimmed and
julienned

2cm (1") piece fresh ginger, peeled and
julienned

Good pinch dried chilli flakes

4 cloves garlic finely sliced

15g (good 1/20z) butter

6 tbs light soy sauce

4 spring onions trimmed

8 tbs med sherry (Amontillado)

1 star anise, broken into 4 pieces

Preheat oven to 190c, Gas 5

Heat half oil in pan, brown chicken
breasts on both sides. You want good
colour but not cooked through. Remove,
season and cool a little

Heat rest of oil, sauté carrot and leek (4
mins).

Add half ginger, chilli garlic and butter
and cook for 2 minutes.

Add soy sauce, cook for 1 minute.
Season.

Vegetables will have shrunk.

Carefully cut a slit in each chicken breast
to create a packet. Stuff each chicken
with some of the mixture.

Cut out 8 squares of greaseproof paper,
baking parchment or foil 36x40cm
(14x16")

Place together to make four double
layered squares.

Set a chicken on each, add more
vegetables.

Put a curled spring onion on top and
remaining ginger.

Add to each package 2 tbs sherry, 1 tbs
soy and piece star anise.

Bring 2 longer sides of parcel together,
fold over to seal the edges to make a
tent.

Seal each end by folding and tucking
underneath.

Try not to let juices run out.

Place on baking sheet and bake for 20
minutes.

Transfer to plates and open at the table.

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A Personal
Recollection...

One of the spin offs of the Roald Dahl
celebration is that we discovered that
our local dentist, Matthew White,
actually met Roald Dahl. He
introduces his story himself.

In 1965 Patricia Neal, Roald Dahl's
wife, suffered a major stroke while
filming John Ford's “Seven
Women" which nearly killed her.
She required brain surgery but was
also pregnant and under the care of
the celebrated obstetrician Dr Bill
Hawksworth of the Radcliffe
Infirmary Oxford,who delivered
her a daughter Lucy Neal in
August 1965 under difficult
circumstances.

The Dahl's and the Hawksworth's
became firm friends and Bill
helped Roald to nurse Patricia back
to health and recover her power of
speech after her stroke. Their son,
Theo, who was born in 1960,
required surgery to repair damage
sustained to his skull when a taxi
ran over his pram in New York.

By the summer of 1967, after yet
more surgery, Theo had missed a lot
of schooling and interaction with
other children. Roald was
concerned and keen for Theo to mix
with some boys of a similar age,
Theo only had sisters. He was also
considering sending Theo to the
Dragon School in Oxford.

This is where I came in, because the
Hawksworth's were very friendly
with my family and I was a pupil at
the Dragon School. So my mother
received a phone call from Roald
inviting me to Gypsy house.

In 1967 Roald Dahl was not a
household name. He had only
published a small number of books
and was unfamiliar to most
children including myself. His
success as an author and script
writer with Chitty Chitty Bang
Bang and the James Bond film
"You Only Live Twice" was yet to
come.

So the scene is set for my short
story entitled “Afternoon at Gypsy
House”.
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Matthew White now and as he was in 1967
Afternoon at
Gypsy House...

Looking back at summers gone,
they often seem hotter and sunnier
than maybe they really were and
that year was no exception. When
my mother received a phone call
inviting me to Gypsy House with
the Hawksworth family, I was
content playing in the orchard of
our new house near Oxford and
was reluctant to leave. As we
passed through and beyond Great
Missenden the lanes became
narrower and narrower. The old
Austin campervan found every hill
a struggle.

After what seemed a long time Mrs
Hawksworth suddenly announced,
“we are here at the Dahls”. All
could see was a grand secluded
house hidden behind huge hedges
and a brightly painted gypsy
caravan tucked away behind one of
them. A kind and glamorous lady,
Patricia Neal, who I knew to be a
famous film star, greeted us.

I heard a hissing noise coming
from behind a laurel hedge. “Psst!
I'm Theo. We're teaming up. Follow
me! Quick hide!” So I ducked
beneath the hedge. I had joined the
middle of a game; a sort of hide
and seek.

At that moment there was a
bellowing noise as a huge giant of
a man charged past shouting, “got
you!” He suddenly stopped and

turned and spoke softly. “Theo! Is
this Matthew?” “Yes Dad!” Theo
replied. “Pleased to meet you Mr
Dahl!” I stuttered. “Do call me
Roald!” and that began a
wonderful, but brief friendship.
Roald led the activities and I could
feel myself drawn into a magical
world brimming full of ideas
involving giants, crocodiles, Twits
and space rockets all woven into
complicated games for us to play.

The girls and Roald started
counting backwards from 50. It
was time for Theo and I to make
ourselves scarce. “Where shall we
hide?” I murmured. “How about
behind the beech hedge?” “No.”
said Theo. “They'll find us much
too easily there.” “What about that
wooden hut over there?” I
suggested. “No that's Dad's
writing hut and it's completely out
of bounds, but go on then I'll just
pretend to Dad that I followed you
in there.” I gave the shabby
wooden door a little tug and an
amazing sight greeted me; an
electric fire dangling on the ceiling
stretched between wires and
almost everywhere was a dreadful
mess. It was filthy, with bits of
paper and rubbish strewn all over
the floor. There was a chair with a
large hole in it and what about that
old suitcase on the floor? A grubby
old sleeping bag was under the
desk. There was however one thing
that was clean — a green writing
board on the desk.

There was a lot of noise and

commotion outside the hut. It was
Roald and the girls in pursuit. ...cont.
“They must be in here, because
we've searched the whole garden
and kitchen garden. But they aren't
allowed in here! If Dad finds out
he'll be furious”. Roald followed
them in. Theo and I were under the
desk by the filing cabinet. Roald
was clearly annoyed and spoke in
a loud voice, “Theo what are you
doing here? You know it is
absolutely out of bounds!” “I'm
sorry Dad!” bleated Theo.
“Matthew didn't know that no one
is allowed in here and I sort of
followed him in.” The games were
over now and Roald was cross.

I was shown to a low, unfamiliar
looking building behind the main
house. It had large glass windows.
Inside, to my amazement I saw a
swimming pool. A heated
swimming pool. Now I understood
why my mother had mysteriously

packed my swimming trunks.

Roald said “Theo can't join you in
the pool. Doctors orders. He has a
plate in his skull after an accident.

The water was lovely and warm
and we all splashed around for
what seemed ages. Back into the
changing room and it was time for
tea. Afternoon tea with the Dahls.
“Matthew come and sit by me, I
want you to tell me all about the
Dragon School” said Roald. He sat
at the far end of the refectory table.
I sat on Roald's left and Theo sat
next to me. Patricia was at the end
next to the kitchen.

The room had a lovely comfortable
feel to it. The long table was
stacked with plates loaded with
sandwiches with the corners cut
off; ham, cheese, salmon and egg
and cress, cakes, biscuits and a jug
of orange squash.

Roald quizzed me, asking all sorts

of questions about the Dragon
School, but I was too distracted to
give good account of myself. I
didn't feel much like talking about
school and anyway I was far too
excited. Roald told us funny stories
about his happy times at school in
Cardiff.

The children were fascinated by
two films I had never heard of,
“You Only Live Twice” and “Chitty
Chitty Bang Bang”, Roald gaily
talked about the plots, music and
script, which he was writing.

It was soon time to say goodbye
and I was sad to leave. We all
climbed in to the old Austin and
shouted a cheery goodbye as we
trundled down the lane.

Thank you Roald and the Dahls for
such a special day. I will never forget
you.

Radyr red sandstone was
considered good enough to use in
the building of Penarth docks.
Stone is still quarried about a mile
away from the weir. In a project
that justifiably prides itself on its
Green credentials why import slate,
the nearest point at which it can be
sourced is north Wales, at a cost
both financial and environmental?

At the time of the ceremony a lone
fisherman stood in the river less
than fifty metres from the weir, a
fitting tribute to the way the Taff
has been regenerated in little more
than a generation. The new fish
pass, part of the project, will allow
not only salmon but other species
to traverse the weir.
