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The Newport
Medieval Ship

In October of this year Historic
England, formerly known as
English Heritage, announced that
it was “taking steps to protect and
investigate a shipwreck in
Hampshire that is believed to be
the second of four “great ships”
built for Henry V's royal fleet.
Experts from Historic England
believe the wreck that lies buried
in the mud in the River Hamble
near Southampton, is the Holigost
(Holy Ghost).

The announcement was geared to
coincide with the six hundredth
anniversary of the Battle of
Agincourt fought in October 1415.
But the Holigost can not have
taken part in the preparations for
that battle as it was not
commissioned until November of
that year.

Of interest to us in south Wales is
the fact that the Holigost bears
many resemblances to the Newport
Ship. She had been captured from
the Spanish around 1413/14.
Formerly known as the Santa
Clara, she was clinker built
(overlapping planks), weighed
about 750 tons was 30 metres +
long and 12 metres in breadth and
carried a single mast; which makes
her remarkably similar to the
Newport Ship, also built in Spain.
The Santa Clara was a few years
old when captured so she would
probably date to around 1400,
which would make the Newport
Ship (1450) the missing link
between the Holigost and the Mary
Rose (1510). Both would have
carried “cannon” on their upper

the division starting with an Open

Divisional Officer in Charge, Aled
Treharne has been a volunteer
with St John for the last 6 years
and ran a division in Cardiff
before being asked to take time to
restart the Radyr division.

decks – it was a particularly
dangerous period for shipping,
piracy was rife. Expert opinion says
that it is impossible to cut gun ports
into clinker built vessels. That is one
reason why, by the early 16th
century, Henry VIII had abandoned
clinker built ships in favour of
carvel built ones such as the Mary
Rose, where gun ports were
possible.

The Newport Ship was found in the
mud of the Usk in 2002 while
foundations were being built for
Newport's Riverfront Theatre. An
emergency dig was organised and
the majority of the timbers were
removed. The timbers had to be
removed one by one as the piles for
the new theatre were already in
place, pinning the ship to the mud.

It became clear very quickly that the
Newport Ship had been brought
into Newport for repairs, where a
thousand or so artifacts were found
– including an archers leather wrist-
guard currently on display in
London as part of the Agincourt
exhibition and stone cannon balls.
Compare that with 19,000 items
found on the Mary Rose which sank
fully equipped and with all hands.
It was also possible to lift the Mary
Rose in one piece. 

This has advantages and
disadvantages. Only in the winter of
2015/16 has the process of drying
out the Mary Rose been completed.
The Mary Rose Museum is closed
until the summer of 2016 while
major work is completed. Compare
that with the fact that the majority
of the pieces of the Newport ship
have been cleaned, conserved and
freeze dried, a process that will be
completed within the next two
years. It has also given
archaeologists important
information as to how ships were
built at a time of rapid change in
shipbuilding. The downside is that
the Newport ship will have to be
rebuilt in the new purpose built
museum, once that has been agreed.

The Newport Ship can be seen on

Fridays and Saturdays from
February 2016, in its
warehouse/ship centre at Newport,
which gives an excellent
understanding of the processes that
have been used to conserve the ship
and the detective work undertaken
to date this priceless find. To check

communities and NW Cardiff as a
whole.  Copies of our letters are on the
LDP pages of the R&M website.

We are working on responses for
R&MCC and the NW Cardiff Group to
the consultation running until
November 26 on the LDP’s Matters
Arising Changes. This has to focus on
very specific issues that arose from the
recent extra LDP Hearings.  A key issue
is Welsh Government’s persistent
opposition to a Green Belt for the land
north of the M4 that forms a green
backdrop to Cardiff.  Cardiff Council
proposed the Green Belt and earlier
consultations show 90%+ of residents
supported it.  Green Belts are relatively
new to Wales and there is only one: a
small area west of Newport.  If Cardiff
does not warrant its own Green Belt, it’s
hard to imagine where else in Wales
one might be approved.  Our support
of the Green Belt is shared by Mark
Drakeford, AM and Kevin Brennan, MP.

The whole LDP process is complex and
involves vast quantities of

documentation.  It is not easy for
communities to respond but we are
putting up a very good fight: one of
the best ever community responses to
an LDP, we have been told.  It is worth
noting that the very large applications
in NW Cardiff (LDP Strategic Sites C, D
and E) will be submitted in due course
with the accompanying long-term
monitoring of what is delivered.  We
are told that these sites may take 20-
30 years to develop completely.

Once again, the community of R&M
had a big attendance on
Remembrance Sunday and we were
impressed, as always, by the super
turnout from our young people.

the Derry & Toms Store, was a
Chelsea medallist and designer of a
number of other high profile
gardens.  Mr. Priddle concluded by
showing some of the few remaining
Welsh “Hancock” gardens.
We welcomed Aisling Judge to our
November meeting, the last for 2015
and she gave an entertaining and
thought provoking talk “Reduce,
Reuse and Recycle”.  As gardeners
we all reuse and recycle materials
(composting, reusing pots etc.) but
Aisling discussed from the eco
friendly viewpoint why this should
and can be taken further and
illustrated it with many different and
unusual opportunities, many of
which easily translate to the garden.
We recommence in the new year.

13th January
“Fragrant & Aromatic Plants”
An illustrated talk by Sheena

Crossley.  Although scent is a matter
of personal preference she will look
at the wide range of scented plants
and consider and recommend some

suited to the garden.

10th February
“Mosses”

An illustrated talk by Dr. Ray
Tangney who will discuss and

illustrate this wide genus of plants
that has survived and flourished

since before the dinosaurs.

I have attempted
to grow it this year and although

what has grown underneath!  

Here are three recipes worth trying.

Celeriac 
Remoulade

(Mayonnaise)

Celeriac

Squeeze of lemon juice

Good quality mayonnaise

1 tbs capers or grainy mustard
(optional)

Peel celeriac

Cut into matchstick size pieces
(Julienne)

Place immediately into saucepan
of cold water with lemon juice

Add salt and cook for a few
minutes to blanch

Tip into bowl with mayonnaise
with extra ingredients and pepper

Cool to serve

Puree of Celeriac
and Potato with

Garlic
(serves 8)

1kg (2lb) celeriac

450g (1lb) potatoes

2 fat cloves of garlic

50g (2oz) butter

150ml (5 fl oz) crème fraiche

salt and pepper

Peel celeriac and cut into 2cm 
(3/4 ”) cubes

Place immediately into cold water

Peel and cut potatoes into slightly
large cubes

Volunteering Opportunities in Radyr
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I find Ty Gwyn farm very special,
this is because there are lots of
horses there and I adore horses,
they’re my favourite animal. Also I
care for wildlife and there is plenty
of wildlife to find within the two
large fields. I find different types of
bugs, beetles, rodents and insects or
even amphibians, best of all birds. I
find heaps of different species, Grey
Wagtail, Great Spotted Woodpecker,
Lesser Spotted Woodpecker, Jays,
Swallows, Sparrows and the rarest
of all the Green

Woodpecker. Even though half of
the time you’re carrying buckets
around or brushing the horses.
When you do get to relax it can be
very scenic when the sun starts to
set and you hear birds chirping
away, singing their hearts out and
buzzards gliding away into the
peaceful wilderness.

The farm also has a conservation
area where beautiful wild flowers
grow such as daisy’s, wild blue
bells, buttercups, cowslips and lots
more. My favourites are the
foxgloves because they are so
colourful and pretty. Some of the
trees have also been growing for
hundreds of years!

However the bad thing is that on
the big field there is a sinkhole!
There is a giant ditch in the ground
it is colossal! A geologist has been
out on the field to confirm that there
is a sinkhole. We also know this as
the sinkhole was refilled with mud
once but has ditched again! The
rock supporting the farm is
limestone which increases the
chances of having a sinkhole as
limestone is affected by chemical
weathering and the limestone can
actually dissolve overtime! As years
of collected rain water in the field
gathers up it results in corrosion.

I’m hoping that when I’m older I
can still visit Ty Gwyn and I won’t
turn up to a field full of houses.
Maybe news of the sinkhole will
change their minds? Overall I think
Ty Gwyn farm is the best place for
me, Ty Gwyn farm is where every
horse not house should be.

Once registered it
enables the resident to property mark
any other valuable item in the home
through a computer link to the police.
